Any MCEA member may nominate another qualified MCEA member for any one of these awards.  Attached are the criteria for each of these awards.

Outstanding New Professional Marketing Educator

Purpose:  To recognize exemplary efforts of new marketing educators early in their career.  Award recipients have made significant contributions toward innovative, unique, and novel programs and have shown extraordinary professional commitment early in their careers. 
Criteria:  Individuals considered for the award must have made significant contributions to Marketing Education through some combination of program development, professional association activities, professional contributions, civic and community involvement.  Nominee must be a member of MCEA, MOACTE and ACTE for three years to continue competition at the state, regional and national level.  (but this is not a requirement for nomination or being recognized at our association level)
Eligibility:  Individuals currently employed as full-time marketing educators.  Nominees must have taught in a marketing education program for a minimum of three years, but not more than five years.  Individuals can be in their sixth year of teaching.
Marketing Educator of the Year

Purpose:  To recognize educators who manage outstanding marketing education programs.  Award recipients are to have made significant contributions toward quality programs, which improve and promote Marketing Education in their communities, and through professional association activities and leadership.

Criteria:  Individuals recognized for the award must have made significant contributions to Marketing Education through a combination of activities that may include program development, student organization activities, professional association activities, civic and community involvement.  Nominee must be a member of MCEA, MOACTE and ACTE for five consecutive years to compete at the state regional and national level.  (but this is not a requirement for nomination or being recognized at our association level)

Eligibility:  Individuals currently employed as full-time marketing educators.  Contributions and achievements on which the nomination is based should have been made within the past ten years. 

Innovation in Marketing Education
Purpose: To recognize marketing educators for outstanding innovative contributions to a marketing education instructional program.

Criteria:  The award will be presented to individuals for innovation in marketing education programming in the preceding two years.  The individual must have played a significant role in the creation and implementation of the innovation.  The applicant will be rated on his/her personal involvement in the creation and implementation of the innovation; the uniqueness of ideas and the objectives of the program; the accomplishment of the objectives; the implications for future outcomes; and the ease of implementation in other marketing education programs.  Nominee must be a member of MCEA, MOACTE and ACTE.

Eligibility: This award is given to individuals currently employed in Marketing Education.  The award can also be given to small groups of marketing educators who were jointly responsible for an innovation.
